Civil Aviation Division was established on September, 1972 and was placed under
the 'Ministry of Shipping, Inland River Transport and Tourism'. This Ministry again transformed as a
Division of the Ministry of Communication on January, 1976. A separate ministry in the name of 'Ministry
of Civil Aviation and Tourism' was reformed on December, 1977. 'Ministry of Civil Aviation and Tourism' was
abolished again on 24 March, 1982 and placed under the Ministry of Defense as a division. In the year 1986
'Ministry of Civil Aviation and Tourism' was established again as a separate ministry.

Bangladesh Civil Aviation Authority :

Bangladesh Civil Aviation Authority has the authority of controlling aviation related activities in the country.
After independence, civil aviation activities started under the department of Civil Aviation (DCA). Later on
according to 'Civil Aviation Authority Ordinance, 1985', Department of Civil Aviation (DCA) and former
Airport Department Agency (ADA) have been united and present Civil Aviation Authority was formed. As an
organization, it is a public service enterprise. By the nature of work, this is mainly aviation regulatory body,
secondly airport operator and thirdly air navigation service provider.

Biman Bangladesh Airlines :

After liberation, Bangladesh Biman started on 04 January, 1972 in the name of ‘Air Bangla International’.
This airline launched by a gifted aircraft of Indian Government on 04 February,1972 in domestic route and
one month later in Dhaka- London international route. Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman renamed "Air Bangla International’ as ‘Bangladesh Biman' on 29 March, 1972.

Bangladesh Parjatan Corporation & Bangladesh Tourism Board :

Bangladesh Parjatan Corporation is an autonomous commercial body under Ministry of Civil Aviation and
Tourism. This was formed by the initiative of Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman
on November,1972 on the basis of Presidential Order no. 143 and activities of this Corporation started on
01 January,1973. After getting independence of the country all manpower, moveable and immoveable
assets of former Departments of Tourism were vested to newly formed Bangladesh Parjatan Corporation.
Later on, in the view of introducing immeasurable, potential and diversified tourism sector of the country
on worldwide and to make it tourist destination, present government enacted '‘Bangladesh Tourism Board
Act, 2010' and formed ‘Bangladesh Tourism Board'. This Board started on September, 2010.

Civil Aviation Authority of Bangladesh (CAAB) is a high-tech service oriented technical organization under
Transport Sector. This Authority was established in 1985 by making and promulgating The Civil Aviation
Authority Ordinance, 1985. The Authority was functioning under The Civil Aviation Ordinance, 1960 and the Civil
Aviation Rules, 1984 (CAR'84). To make safe, secure, protected and up-to-date regulations for the operation of
civil aviation and also to update the provisions thereof for the implementation of the Convention on
International Civil Aviation, an Act called The Civil Aviation Act, 2017 had been adopted by the Parliament on 04
Srabon 1424/ 19" July 2017 by repealing The Civil Aviation Ordinance, 1960. The Hon'ble President assented
to the Act and it was published in the form of Gazette. In this connection, to make up-to-date, The Civil Aviation
Authority Act, 2017 was also promulgated by repealing The Civil Aviation Authority Ordinance, 1985. CAAB's
main objectives are to ensure safe and secure movement of all aircraft operating within the territorial air space
of Bangladesh. In order to fulfill the duties and responsibilities vested upon, the authority builds new Airports,
ATM Centers and operates, maintains, develops and manages existing Airports, Air Traffic Management (ATM)
Centers, aviation facilities and other Communication, Navigation and Surveillance (CNS) installations.
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10 Years of Development of Civil Aviation Authority of Bangladesh
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Upgradation of Hazrat Shahjalal International Airport:

® The policy regarding operations of Remotely Piloted Aircraft System (RPAS)/Drone has been published
and uploaded on the CAAB website: www.caab.gov.bd after approval of the appropriate authority.

® Civil Aviation Authority Act, 2017 (Act No.3 of 2017) has been published in the form of gazette on 19"
February 2017, repealing the Civil Aviation Authority Ordinance, 1985 to make it up-to-date.

e Civil Aviation Act, 2017 (Act No. 18 of 2017) has been published in the form of gazette on 19" July 2017,
repealing the Civil Aviation Ordinance, 1960 to make safe, secure, protected and up to date regulations for
the operation of civil aviation.

® In the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) Validation Mission Audit Program 2017
Bangladesh achieved 75.34% El (Effective Implementation) on the issue of Safety Standard Compliance
of ICAO which was only 50.08 % in 2012. As such Bangladesh has achieved the 'ICAO Council
President Certificate’' in October 2018 for its unprecedented performance on Safety Standard
Compliance Issue. Recently 2 (two) new passenger airlines, 3 helicopter services, 1 cargo airline, 2
flying training schools and 1 aeronautical training college have started their operations/functioning. At

present 19 local airlines are operating their flights,

@ Currently, more than 30 foreign airlines are operating their flights from Bangladesh to 37 different
countries of the world, carrying passengers and cargos. More than 6 million passengers are

receiving air transport services every year.

® The Letter of Agreement (LoA) on Air Traffic Services signed earlier with neighboring country,
India had been signed again in 2013 after a long gap with minor revision. As a result, the flight operations
rules between two countries have been updated for safe and smooth operations of air traffic.

® The Letter of Agreement (LoA) on Air Traffic Services with neighboring country, Myanmar had been signed in
2014 too.

@ |n order to facilitate safe air traffic control, the area control center at Dhaka has been divided into two
units, Area Control Center (Upper) and Area Control Center (Lower) due to increased number of air traffic
flying in the airspace of Bangladesh. As a result, controlling efficiency of Air Traffic Controllers has
been increased.

® ATS Contingency Plan has been signed with neighboring countries, India and Myanmar in 2013 and
2014 respectively in order to ensure uninterrupted air traffic services during natural calamities, accident,
incident, instrument/communication failure etc.

As on 31 December 2010, Biman Bangladesh Airlines had a fleet comprising of 12 aircraft. The fleet had 02
(two) F28-400, 02 (two) 737-800, 03 (three) A310-300, 04 (four) DC10-30 and 01 (one) 777-200ER. At that time, the

average age of Biman fleet was 22.40 years per aircraft and the total number of seats of all aircraft was 2,736.
